IMPACT LETTER 

Pursuant to Lee County regulations, if a building permit, mobile home move-on permit or 
recreational vehicle development order expires, is revoked or voluntarily surrendered and 
therefore voided, and no construction or improvement of land (including moving a mobile home 
onto land) has commenced, then the FEEPAYER is entitled to a refund of the impact fee paid 
for issuance of the permit. 

 
NOTE: A REFUND OF IMPACT FEES MAY ONLY BE PAID TO THE INDIVIDUAL OR 
COMPANY THAT IS DESIGNATED AS THE FEEPAYER BELOW. THE PROPERTY OWNER 
WILL NOT BE ENTITLED TO A REFUND UNLESS THE PROPERTY OWNER’S NAME IS SET 
FORTH BELOW OR THE PROPERTY OWNER PROVIDES WRITTEN, NOTARIZED 
AUTHORIZATION FROM THE FEEPAYER IDENTIFIED BELOW AUTHORIZING THE 
PAYMENT OF THE REFUND. 

 
ONCE THIS FORM IS SUBMITTED, AN INDIVIDUAL MAY NOT CHANGE THE FEEPAYER 
DESIGNATION WITHOUT PROVIDING WRITTEN, NOTARIZED AUTHORIZATION FROM 
THE FEEPAYER IDENTIFIED BELOW AUTHORIZING THE CHANGE.
